Radio Controls Review 
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In general, don’t do anything with this. It 

shows what site or system you’re attached 

to, and the signal strength. 
 
Site 1 is BRICS, which is where you want 

to be. This is a troubleshooting tool. 

 
We don’t use this feature. 

 
Repeats the announcement. 

This activates the microphone 
on the RADIO and not on the 
speaker microphone. 



Changing Zones 

 Use the A-B-C switch, or: 

 Press ZONE
